Kate Cox — “Quilt Artist: How I Got to Here from There”

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Monday, October 12, 2009 „ Kate Cox 
“Quilt Artist: How I Got to Here from There” 

Kate Cox will present a program and a trunk 

show of her work, including fiber art pieces and 

wearable art. Kate made her first quilt in 1986 

and soon moved from traditional designs to art 

quilts. Her love of clothes also prompted her to 

begin making wearable art. Over the years she 

has taken classes with many of the best-known 

art quilters worldwide and enjoys the learning 

process and seeing the results of continued 

study in her work. 

Born in London, England, Kate had always 

dreamed of living in the western USA. Her 

dream was fueled by the movies she loved, like Shane and Butch Cassidy and The Sundance 

Kid. Since moving to the United States she has visited many of the locations where these mov-

ies were filmed. ―Now living in Colorado, in the beautiful moun-

tains around Buena Vista, I am able to soak up the colors of the 

landscape and revel in ever more fantastic images to spur my 

creativity.‖ 

Kate’s work is represented in numerous contemporary quilt books 

written by both American and British authors. Kate teaches in the 

U.S. and Europe. She is one of the co-owners of a cooperative art 

gallery in Buena Vista, The Courtyard Gallery, and exhibits there 

and in the Salida Gallery 150. She has been juried into a number 

of prestigious shows and has had 

solo shows in both Europe and the 

U.S., most recently at the Mid-

Atlantic Quilt Show. The Heart of the Rockies Regional Medical 

Center in Salida, CO, recently purchased four of her works for 

their new building. Kate has lectured and taught in Colorado, 

with two Colorado Quilt Council Retreat Workshops of particu-

lar note.

Kate will be teaching a workshop for us on October 11, 

―Wondrous Weird Wall Hangings.‖ This workshop is planned to 

help you make an original design from a point of inspiration, a 

photo, a picture, or a general idea of a landscape, flowers, sea-

scape, forest, or people. Kate’s aim is to encourage an instinctive 

building up of the top fabric by a collage method. Check the 

RMCQ website for particulars (http://www.r-m-c-q.org/

workshops.html).

Upcoming RMCQ Programs and Workshops  

November 9, 2009 „ “An Evening With Elda 
Kohls” — “Sensational Surface Design” With a 

lifetime of experiences in the visual arts, in-

cluding some thirty years of teaching art in 

the public schools, Elda Kohls now concen-

trates on creating unique clothing of fabric 

and leather, Ikat weaving, and surface de-

sign techniques. Her most recent surface de-

sign workshops include Ultimate Creative 

Painting Class, The Magic of Soy Milk, The 

Many Twist of Resists, Silk Painting, Print-

ing All the Way, and Artful Stenciling. Her 

work has been published in fiber magazines. Her exquisite clothing has been shown widely in 

galleries and competitions, receiving numerous awards. Personally designed and produced 

Japanese silk stencils and Mylar stencils are a feature of her work.
