For a Guild just two years old, RMCQ has had an amazing year. We have accomplished so much
that celebrating our successes in 2009 seems quite fitting. Created to promote the art of and ex-
pand the knowledge of contemporary quilting, and to provide a forum which supports quilters of
all skill levels, this year we certainly met that challenge. The Program Committee brought us

nine artists who inspired us with their talent and their fiber art pieces. Six workshops offered op-
portunities to learn new techniques and challenge ourselves to grow as artists.

For less than $3 a meeting, members were exposed to a wide spectrum of contemporary fiber art.
