Gwen Hatchette will give a combined trunk 

and Power Point program of her journey from 

watercolor, glass and traditional quilting to 

fabric mixed media. 

Gwen is a full time studio artist, living in a 

transformed Craftsman house surrounded by 

beautiful gardens. Her studio, remodeled 

backyard carriage house was featured in 

Studios magazine last year. It is the perfect 

setting for this highly creative person. Her 

work has been showcased in many venues 

such as Quilting Arts magazine, Machine 

Quilting Unlimited, ―Fabric of Legacies‖ at 

Lincoln Center, Steamboat Springs Depot, 

and the Broadmoor Hotel. Most recently she 

has shown her large stretched canvas collages 

in the ―Bead Invitational‖ at Pismo Gallery in 

Cherry Creek where they sold off the walls so 

quickly that she had to make replacements. 

When she retired from elementary teaching 

she wanted to pursue her dream of becoming 

an artist. After trying several different media 

she took up quilting. At first she made 

traditional patterns but after taking classes 

from local quilt artists she discovered her 

love of collage using textured paper, fabric 

and sheers in layers that give her pieces a 

luminous depth of color. She hand paints or 

dyes cotton and silk fabrics and fuses them 

with other fibers. These layers are further 

enhanced with beads and sometimes thread 

work. When working on stretched canvas the 

design continues around the sides of the 

frame. 

While she creates small art quilts on her 

domestic sewing machine, Gwen also quilts 

larger traditional quilts on her long arm 

machine for customers and enjoys this kind 

of collaborative work. She generously 

donates many of her quilts and her long arm 

quilting talent for raffle and auction quilts to 

support favorite charities. What a great asset 

she is to the Fort Collins art community.

bring examples of her work 

focusing on making quilts that are 

different from, though perhaps 

inspired by, a photo, picture or 

perhaps a hand drawn sketch. Her 

work involves finding just the right 

fabric print to portray her vision of 

abstract realism. If you see her 

work, you will be reminded of two 

other quilters who have inspired 

her, Ruth McDowell and Cynthia 

England. 

Since taking up quilting in 1989, 

Ruth has gained national recognition for her award winning quilt design and workmanship. 

Early successes in competition resulted in requests for her designs and in 1994 her quilt pattern 

company, Innovations, was born. 

On July 13 & 14, Ruth will do a two-day workshop titled ―Introduction to Picture Piecing.‖ 

This workshop will introduce you to the process in a fun and easy way using one of her many 

patterns. It is designed to help you decide if this is a technique you might want to pursue in 

more depth. If you enjoy the piecing process you will love this workshop. We started 

registration for this workshop at the May 10 guild meeting. Registration forms are available on 

the RMCQ web site. We need 20 people to fill this workshop. Member support of our 

workshops enables us to bring nationally known teachers to our guild.
